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 Pirovac is a lively, very beautifull town with many natural endowments. Industrious hands of few inhabitants (2.000) ornamented it trough past centuries, since 1928, with historic monuments of lasting value.This ancient Dalmatian town is situated at the farthest western point of the Sibenik-Knin County in the Bay of Pirovac and connected with Sibenik via an Adriatic tourist road. It is 23km away from Sibenik, 48km from Zadar, 85km from Trogir and 108 km from Split. Havin close high-way exit, Pirovac has excellent road connection with other places in Republic Croatia, and its location is at the middle of the Adriatic coast. Closeness of Airport Zadar (40km) and Airport Split (90km), as well as connection by sea way, offers diversity of transportation choice and easy accessibility.

CURRENCY:

Official currency in Croatia is Kuna (HRK). One Kuna (1 HRK) is divided into 100 lipa. The foreign currency can be excanged in banks, post offices and official money exchanges, tourist agencies and hotels. Euro checks can only be excanged in banks. Payments for all goods can be done by credit cards and cash. Foreign citizens can get foreign currency for not-used Kunas based on the presentation of the account only in the bank, when they are leaving Croatia. There is a limit for the export of Croatia currency – 2.000,00 Kuna.
